Nicaragua with unemployment for people with

disabilities at 90%. In this agricultural coffee-based

economy Familias Especiales (FE) started 5 small

businesses to offer employment to train & integrate

people who have never left their homes before to

learn the "culture of work". The social team supports a

psychologist in a wheel chair, to work with 40 young

people with disABILITIES in On-The-Job skill training

& social integration.

Yogurt con Amor helps 80 poor children & young

people w/disability, who lack concentration & energy

due to the poor nutrition they receive in their homes,

to complete their special education, physical therapy

Mobility with dignity can happen for children with

physical disAbility when they have the right

wheelchair. FE has been working since 2001 to help

children with paralisis by providing wheel chairs in

Nicaragua. Working with volunteers in USA they have

provided more than 2000 WC, trained over 35 young

people to adapt and adjust the chairs to the disAbility

of each child. The only workshop in Nica to distribute

and maintain WC for people who have little

alternatives to find mobility aids.
